Acts 1:12-14 They devoted themselves to prayer in 
the upper room. 
 
Psalm 27  “I believe that I shall see the good things of 
the Lord in the land of the living.” 
 
1 Peter 4:13-16  Rejoice that we share in the suffering 
of Jesus Christ.

Our first reading tells us what Jesus’ disciples did after he was 
taken up to heaven. They returned to Jerusalem, went to the up-
per room where they were staying and joined the Blessed Mother 
and those who hear and keep God’s word to pray devoutly with on 
accord. Let us now with one accord prayerfully listen to God’s 
word. 

Having celebrated the return of the Lord in glory, the Feast of the Ascension, 
we now turn our attention to the approaching end of our fifty day celebration 
of the season of Easter. Today the Church presents us with Jesus’ Last Sup-
per prayer for his disciples and St. Stephen’s prayer for his persecutors. We, 
the descendants of the first disciples, are also charged with proclaiming Je-
sus’ message and experiencing the consequences of being faithful wit-
nesses. Let us praise and thank God for the graces given us in  

Jesus’ great prayer for his disciples and us: “Holy Father, I pray not only for 
them, but also for those who will believe in me through their word, so that 
they may all be one, as you, Father, are in me and I in you, that they may also 
may be in us, that the world may believe that you sent me.”  As Jesus’ disci-
ples, we not only await the outpouring of the Holy Spirit but also his promise 
to return: “Behold, I am coming soon. I bring with me the recompense I will 
give to each according to his deeds. I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first 
and the last, the beginning and the end.”  “Yes, I am coming soon.” and our 
response is: Amen! Come, Lord Jesus!
