Reflection: Liturgy of the Word for PENTECOST/EIGHTH SUNDAY OF EASTER

Acts 2:1-11 As on Sinai, the Lord descends in fire and
wind

Psalm 104 “Lord, send out your Spirit, and renew the
face of the earth.”

¢ 1 Corinthians The Spirit calls the baptized to ministry for
the common good.

John 20:19-23 On the first day of the week the risen
Christ imparts the Holy Spirit.

Today we hear two versions of how the Holy Spirit came upon the
apostles. From Acts, we hear the Pentecost event, when the Holy
Spirit descends in a maelstrom of wind and fire and enabled the
apostles to speak in languages from around the world. In John’s

Gospel, Jesus gently breathes upon the disciples, imparting peace
and the Holy Spirit upon them. Paul writes of the spiritual gifts the
Holy Spirit brings. The responsorial psalm and sequence invite us to
call out for the Holy Spirit, who indeed renews the earth and all of us
on the face of it.

Pentecost is the great festival that marks the birth of the Church by the power of the Holy Spirit.
Pentecost means "fiftieth day" and is celebrated fifty days after Easter. Ten days after Jesus as-
cended into heaven, Mary, the eleven apostles and many other of Jesus’ disciples gathered to-
gether in Jerusalem for the Jewish harvest festival (Shavuot) that was celebrated on the fiftieth
day after Passover. While they were praying, a sound like that of a rushing wind filled the house
and tongues of fire descended and rested over each of their heads. This was the outpouring of
the Holy Spirit and the Gifts of the Spirit promised by God through the prophet Joel (2:28-29).
The disciples were suddenly empowered to proclaim the Gospel of the Risen Christ. They went
out into the streets of Jerusalem and began preaching to the crowds gathered for the festival. Not
only did the disciples preach with boldness and vigor, but by a miracle of the Holy Spirit they
spoke in the native languages of the people present, many who had come from all corners of the
Roman Empire. This created a sensation. The apostle Peter seized the moment and addressed the
crowd, preaching to them about Jesus' death and resurrection for the forgiveness of sins. The re-
sult was that about three thousand converts were baptized that day. (Acts 2:1-41)

Red is the liturgical color for this day. Red recalls the tongues of flame in which the Holy Spirit
descended on the first Pentecost. The color also reminds us of the blood of the martyrs. These are
the believers of every generation who by the power of the Holy Spirit hold firm to the true faith
even at the cost of their lives.

Pentecost ends our Easter Season (THE GREAT 50 DAYS) and begins the Season of Ordinary
Time. This Season is centered on sanctification, the work of the Holy Spirit in our daily lives.
This is reflected in the liturgical color for this season: green, the color of life and growth.
